While we applaud your efforts in seeking a viable solution for affordable housing, we
would be remiss if we didn’t comment further than that allowed in your questionnaire.

To amend and/or modify current regulations to allow alternative housing options would
only serve to compromise the rural character of Killingworth. We have associated with
Killingworth since I graduated from Killingworth Elementary School in 1956 and have
dedicated a large effort throughout our working years so that we could continue to live in
and enjoy the rural nature of this town in our retirement years.

To modify current regulations to provide affordable housing, which by its own definition,
would provide lower priced residences, which would only negatively impact surrounding
properties. One would be remiss if they could not foresee the additional services needed
and that would be drawn upon by those attracted by “affordable housing”. Pursing sucha
program would only serve to negate the town character which would be further
compromised by deviation from the current norms and would negatively drawn upon our
town resources, social services funding, fire, ambulance, police, schooling, etc.

The overall impact of these as yet to be determined changes could never be properly
addressed in the questionnaire provided, but could only be looked upon as a blight upon
the community we have enjoyed to date.

If the intent of the Killingworth Housing Partnerships proposals are genuine, you should
already know that many forms of alterative housing services are readily available in
adjoining communities.

We would hope that consideration for the historical preservation of Killingworth would
